During the winter, your body isn't exposed to these things as much, and tattoos can heal much more quickly without as much chance for infection, giving you the opportunity to retain the  desired look of the  tattoo you wanted.. 

Time Management

Waiting time is another thing to consider. The winter can occasionally be less rushed for most studios, which means you won't have to wait behind such a large list of appoinments to get your artwork done. During the busier season you can wait as much as a month or 2  while the artists are busy with other clients.
